Enhancements
1.  Modified the display and content of the “Select Subsystem” page.  This page now offers entry points and help content to assist customers in accessing the correct workspace for legacy WESS mishap reporting (afloat, shore/ground, tactical, RODS, ordnance) as well as direct access points for the Dive/Jump Reporting System (DJRS), WESS Aviation Mishap/Hazard Reporting System (WAMHRS) and the Motor Vehicle Report System (MVRS) and the Report feature to access safety data and generate preformatted reports (artf90563).

5102 – Consolidated Specific Changes

Enhancements
1.  Changes were made to facilitate reporting of Marine Corps Combat Zone events that impacted both Navy and Marine Corps reporting.  Some changes were Marine Corps specific and others apply to all events (artf38608).  The following changes were made:

Enhancements

1.  Added a "Preformatted Data Reports" button on the "Select Subsystem" page, which will be displayed on initial login.  Clicking on this button will direct customers to the Jasper report module, which provides access to 100+ available reports to retrieve reported data.  This provides the same functionality as the Pre-formatted Reports link under the Data Retrieval section in the Activities menu section in the Mishap/Hazard module and the Pre-formatted Reports button on the4 Start Menu in MVRS and WAMHRS modules.  Customers with access to only DJRS will continue to access their reports through specific report links in that module (artf68359).
