Version 2.7.0 – Release Date on Sunday, 29 March 2010
Enhancements

1. Reengineered the WESS application from the use of Informix databases and supporting tools to Oracle per the direction of the DON Application and Database Management System (DADMS) effort. There should be no visible signs of this change to WESS customers (1353).
2. Completed the full-implementation of PKI Login via a new access management module.  Customers will no longer be required to use a username and password for WESS access.  All WESS functionality is now functional through single-sign-on (SSO).  Once you log into WESS, you will not need to log in again to go into other modules such as Data Retrieval.  Existing WESS customers who had previously associated their account with their PKI card were automatically migrated to the new access module.  Those who had not made the PKI association to their WESS account will be required to request a new account.  This was previously communicated through ALSAFE 10-010 DTG: 081532Z Feb 10 and a WESS mailing to all customers on 09 Feb 2010 (1492).
3. Migrated existing JReport pre-formatted repots to run in the Jasper reporting tool and made the Pre-formatted Reports link active (2443).   Please note the Custom Reports are also available for extract needs.

2. Formalized training procedures for new and existing customers by making them aware of the requirement to review the WESS User Guide, providing the link for its access and tracking customer verification on the completion of the review.  The verification process is no longer presented to the customer once they indicate the review has been completed (1281, 1282).
3. Modified the calculation of event severity to account for the mishap severity classification cost increases effective for events occurring on or after 1 Oct 2009 in compliance with the revision to the DoDI 6055.07 (1688).

5. Added a question to determine the FRTP (Fleet Readiness Training Program) cycle phase that Navy Operational units were in at the time of a mishap in data elements captured for Afloat events at the request of Fleet Forces Command (1692).
6. Modified the Class A/B Initial Notification process to capture the reported information in both WESS and legacy (Motor Vehicle, Marine Corps, etc...) databases.  Customers should see no difference in reporting (1297).
7. Added a validation rule to the checks run at the time a mishap is    released to NAVSAFECEN to ensure Lost Work Day or Light/Limited/    Restricted Duty start dates are greater than the mishap date (1404).
8. Added a validation rules to the checks run at the time a mishap is released to NAVSAFECEN to ensure events identified as Lost Work Day events to ensure the start date and end date are not the same (2168).

9. Reworded the subject line of notification and endorsement e-mails to give customers a quick and more detailed reference on reports they need to take action on (1328).
