Version 3.0.0 – release date: Mon 4 Oct 2010
Enhancements
3750 - Aviation Specific Changes
1. Release of the new WESS Aviation Mishap Hazard Reporting System (WAMHRS) module.
2. The WAMHRS module will provide the following functionality:
a. The ability to report both Aviation mishaps and hazards electronically.
b. Community of Interest (COI) notification for both Aviation mishap and hazard reports.
c. Online endorsement of Aviation mishap and hazards.
d. Online notification and acknowledgement of Mishap Recommendation and Hazards Recommendation assignments for activities outside of the endorsing chain with assignments.
3. The access to this module will be controlled as follows:
a. Existing WESS accounts will have access to both Mishap/Hazard    reporting for 5102 and Hazard reporting for 3750. 3750 Mishap reporting will require special permissions designated by the command Safety Authority. The user will be prompted at sign on to select the module they wish to access.
b. Customers that previously had Aviation Community of Interest (COI) Notification will continue to receive hazard notifications.  In order to receive Aviation COI notifications for mishaps, the customer will need to request their Safety Authority (SA) to grant them Full Notification permissions, which will allow them to receive both mishap and hazard notifications for any CAD in which their activity is a member.
c. Customer that previously had Aviation Endorsement permissions will continue to have that functionality available.
4. The following permissions have been introduced for use in WAMHRS, but they require the SA for the customer's activity assign these permissions on an individual basis:
   a. Aviation Draft and Routing - Commands have the option to limit the ability to release mishap/hazard reports to identified individuals. Existing customers that could draft and release hazards will not be able release reports until the SA for their command has granted them the Aviation Draft Releaser permission.

b. Aviation Draft Releaser- Commands will designate the individuals) in their command who can draft and release aviation mishap and hazard reports.
c. Initial Notification - Commands will designate the individuals within their commands who can create and submit an Initial Notification.  This would be primarily used for reporting Class A/B mishaps within 24 hours of the event.
d. Full Notification - Commands will designate the individuals who will receive COI Notification for both mishap and hazard reports.  A separate Hazard Notification remains available for use to notify those individuals that should only receive Hazard Notifications.
e. Privileged Access - Commands will designate the individuals who will be able to see privileged data in the report and PDF content.
f. Misrec/Hazrec Responder - Commands will designate the individuals who will be able to concur or not concur and provide input to recommendations assigned to their command for events in which the activity is not in the endorsing chain.
5. Aviation Daily Summary has been added to the Aviation report options in Jasper. Previously existing Jasper and Custom Reports are still available for query purposes.
