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WESS Release Notes

Version 3.1.2 - Release Date on Thursday, 21 Jul 2011

Enhancements
1. Modified the WESS email distribution process to send emails individually instead of having all distribution members in the To: line.  This will noticeably reduce the size of WESS emails.  This will also address the issue of emails being undeliverable to customers with email servers that have limitations on email header sizes.  Because of this change, some customers who were not receiving Notification emails because of limitation settings will now begin receiving these emails (aftf38737).


3750 - Aviation Specific Changes

Bug Fixes
1. Removed requirement for entry of an Accountable Organization if the Involved Aircraft is civilian or unknown (artf33480).

2. Changed the "Controlling Custodian" label in the Involved Aircraft entry section to "Reporting Custodian" on the WESS Aviation Initial Notification input screen.  The entry for this field should be the UIC of the owner of the aircraft (artf43518).


5102 - Consolidated Specific Changes

Enhancements
1. Added routing functionality to the Motor Vehicle Reporting System (MVRS).  This will allow activities to route their drafted report through a custom-selected review chain prior to releasing the report to NAVSAFECEN (artf24623).

Bug Fixes
2. Reverted change made to the display and selection format for the below listed fields in MVRS.  Various screen settings used by customers were causing difficulty in using the new format (artf47464).  
    1. MV Location: Relation to roadway
    2. MV Involved Vehicle: Body Type
    3. Injury: What body part was injured
    4. Injury: BLS Nature of Injury code
    5. Injury: Event or Exposure
    6. Injury: BLS Source of Injury Codes

This link allows
   customers to view entries made for their command that include both
   submitted reports and those in draft.  This is not an official OSHA 300
   Equivalent Log.  The OSHA 300 Equivalent Log report is an option available
   from the Pre-Formatted Report selection in the Data Retrieval section
   under Activities (artf41197).
2. Corrected the MVRS Event PDF to show which Involved Person the displayed
   Factors are associated with (artf41825).

Dive and Jump

Enhancements
1. Created a Profile Creation Manager role specifically for dive/jump
   schools. This new role will be limited to creating and editing
   profiles and can only be granted by Naval Safety Center Administrators
   (artf34212).

Bug Fixes
1. Modified the Dive Analysis Report by adding a new column to show the number 
   of individual dives for each dive log (artf31587).
2. Corrected the year and career dive counts displayed on the My Dives page to
   reflect the number of individual dives instead of dive logs (artf31587).

Jump

Enhancements
1. Added additional selections for the MO and DZSO positions in the Profile 
   Edit/Create screen, thus making them available for selection on the Key
   Personnel screen in Jump Manifest creation process(artf33396).

Bug Fixes
1. Corrected the issue of the "Accept", "Cancel" and "Reject" buttons not 
   appearing for unit PSO/AODOs.  Units may now approve manifests on their
   own instead of contacting Naval Safety Center Administrators (artf38713).
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
