DJRS - Dive/Jump Reporting Specific Changes

Enhancements

1.  Personnel logging into the web-enabled safety system (wess) to report on-duty diving mishaps and hazards will notice a few changes to the system.  The revisions are in response to the needs identified by the navy and marine corps.  They include:

    A.  Diving mishaps/hazards are now reported via the shore/ground mishap reporting module.  This module is located in the sparc workspace under the shore/ground tab.

        (1) The report is now broken down into six pages consisting of general information, involved commands, involved property, involved personnel, factors and recommendations.  This greatly reduces the time required and number of pages to be navigated to complete mishap/hazard reporting.

        (2) The page-to-page performance to fill out a mishap report is significantly faster, with users able to navigate to the next page with minimal time lag.

        (3) Mishap causal factors have been updated to incorporate the up-to-date human factors and analysis classification system (HFACS).  Use of the updated DOD HFACS provides an enhanced method of analyzing, tracking, and trending the human element in mishaps.

        (4) There are now separate areas for event description, causal factor narratives, and recommendations.

        (5) Damaged property will be submitted using the involved property's equipment identification code (EIC) to provide consistent, reliable method of tracking specific property involved (not necessarily damaged) in a mishap.  Simply begin typing in the noun name of the damaged property and select the most appropriate entry from the drop down menu.

WESS General

Enhancements

1. Personnel logging into the Web-Enabled Safety System (WESS) will notice a few changes to the system.  These revisions are in response to the needs identified by the Navy and Marine Corps enterprise, and are outlined as follows:

A. WESS Homepage.  The WESS homepage is now a single page of consolidated information designed to assist in rapidly identifying the correct portions of WESS needed.  Additionally, the WESS PKI Logon screen (prior to the previous WESS homepage) has been removed to reduce the number of screens required to reach the new homepage without sacrificing security.  The homepage now directs customers to the following portions of WESS:  the Safety Professional Authoritative Resource Center (SPARC) - a consolidated workspace for mishap and hazard reporting (discussed below); the Dive Jump Reporting System (DJRS) - utilized by divers and parachutists for maintaining and updating diving and parachuting logs; the Jasper Reports system - used to access safety data and generate preformatted reports.  The homepage also provides access to individual account maintenance and the WESS Help Desk.  A homepage tutorial can be found on the Naval Safety Center (NAVSAFECEN) website, or by visiting:    http://www.public.navy.mil/comnavsafecen/Documents/WESS/WESS_Homepage.ppsx. 

B.  SPARC.  The Safety Professional Authoritative Resource Center (SPARC) is a centralized location to access and input your safety incidents.  SPARC is a consolidation of the two previous subsystem selector pages as well as all of the user activity folders from WESS.  This merger reduced the number of screens required for personnel to reach their ultimate destination in WESS.  This concise, user-friendly workbench guides customers to the correct sections of the mishap and hazard reporting system for each type of incident (e.g., Afloat, Aviation, Shore/Ground (discussed below), Motor Vehicles, etc.).

In addition, SPARC is used for displaying, organizing and sorting applicable data such as draft reports, submitted reports, rejected reports, etc. for each customer.  A SPARC tutorial can be found on the NAVSAFECEN website, or by visiting:

	C.  Shore/Ground Mishap Reporting Module.  This module, located in the SPARC workspace under the Shore/Ground tab, is intended for reporting Navy shore and USMC ground mishaps.  However, private motor vehicle and government motor vehicle mishaps (excluding tactical vehicles) are reported through the Motor Vehicle tab, and Aviation and Afloat mishaps are reported using the Aviation and Afloat tabs respectively.  The following items are just a few highlights of the Shore/Ground Module:

        (1) The page-to-page performance to fill out a mishap report is significantly faster, with users able to navigate to the next page with minimal time lag.

        (2) Mishap causal factors have been completely overhauled to incorporate the Human Factors and Analysis Classification System (HFACS).  Use of DoD HFACS provides an enhanced method of analyzing, tracking, and trending the human element in mishaps.

        (3) There are now separate areas for Event Description, Causal Factor Narratives, and Recommendations.

        (4) Damaged property will be submitted using the involved property's Equipment Identification Code (EIC) to provide consistent, reliable method of tracking specific property involved in a mishap.
